The Art Angels LOVE papier mache because

you can make so many things with it. You

enjoyed making the penguins so why not try 

making a fabulous pendant as well?

1. Put your pieces of ripped up

paper (the pieces should be

about the size of a 10p) and

place them in a bowl. Add

enough warm water to cover

the paper and then leave it to

soak for 10 mins

Making Papier Mache Mush

We made the penguins from ‘strip’ mache where we

ripped strips and coated the balloon with it. This time we

are using what we like to call papier mache mush - and

that’s exactly what it is! The mush allows us to build up

height to create more oddly shaped projects like the 

pendant...

What you will need...

Pieces of ripped up newspaper

A bowl

Warm water

PVA glue

2.  Next, taking care to not let

any paper escape, pour out the

water and then squeeze the

paper to get rid of any excess

water too.  

3.  Add 2 tablespoons  of PVA

glue and mix in with your fin -

gers.

Your mush is ready!

Papier Mache Pendant What you will need...

Papier mache mush PVA glue

Piece of card Small bowl

Pencil Water

Scissors Paint

90cm cord/ribbon Paintbrush



1. Draw & cut out the shape of your

pendant on a piece of card. Use

this to draw another one and cut it

out.

2. Fold your 90cm cord/ribbon in

half and cut it to make 2 equal

lengths. Glue each half down the

centre of each piece of card and

leave to dry

3.  Once dry, turn over so the

cord/ribbon is on the bottom (these

sides will be glued together later.

Add the mache mush to the card.

Repeat with the other piece of

card. Leave to dry.

4.  When dry, use the PVA glue to

stick the pieces together. Then mix

half a mug of water and a table -

spoon of glue together in a bowl

and dip in the small strips of news -

paper and apply to the pendant. 

5.  When the pendant is dry it’s time

to get painting! You can use any

colour or design you like and when

it is dry you can add beads like we

have (though we think it looks just

as funky without!)
